The Maine Educalional Assessment (MEA) is the State's measure of student progress in
achieving the State standards known as Learning Results, adopted by the Maine Legislature in
1987. The MEA is administered to students in all grades 2 through 8 to meet state assessment
requirements and the requirements of the federal No Child Left Behind Act. Under the No Child
Left Behind Acl, Schools must show Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in the areas of reading and
malhematics,

This repaort includes information about the Maine Educational Assessment results for grades
three, four. and five at Frank Jewett School, grades four and five at 5.0. Hanson School, and
grade three at Jack Memorial School. At the bottom of this letter, | have provided the AYP status
for the four Buxton elementary schools. (Because the MEA is not currenlly administered to
sludents in grades K-2, Adequale Yearly Progress [AYP] is determined by the schoal that
students will attend in grade three. For Buxton, this is the Frank Jewett Schoal.)

Buxton students performed well

In general, test scores for Buxton sludents are consistent with those of grade-level peers in
MSAD 6 and in the state of Maine. A notable exception is that fourth grade students scored
significantly higher in science and technology than grade-level peers across the state and in
MSAD 6. Writing scores for fifth grade students are also slightly higher than grade-level peers in
the district and in the state of Maine.

We are pleased lo present this information about the progress of Buxton students with respect to
state learning goals as determined by the Maine Educational Assessment. A complete report of
student progress for all MSAD 6 schools is available on our schoal distict website
fwww msadb.org).
